· Have completed their DPhil/PhD viva no shorter than four years ago (1 January 2021)​​ but no longer than 10 years ago (1 January 2015)​​
· Have made substantial contributions to the submitted research

The submitted research should be an original research article published in a peer reviewed journal in the last 12 months.

Assessment criteria
Applications will be assessed by members of the Senior Management Group against the following criteria:
· Novelty of the work
· Impact of the work
· Applicant’s contribution to the work

The winner will receive £250 and a certificate, to be awarded on Thomas Willis Day.
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
