Costs

A small number of travel bursaries will be available. Please 
highlight in your covering letter if you would like to be 
considered for this and your reasons for requesting assistance.

1.	 Covering letter, including confirmation that if offered a 
place you will be able to attend. Please indicate whether 
you would like to attend the sleep medicine or the 
chronobiology workshops.

2.	 A research abstract of your current work. This should 
be no more than one page of A4 in Arial font, size 11 
(approx. 300 words), to include one table or figure if 
applicable. If accepted this will form the basis of your 
poster presentation at the School.

3.	 A short CV including research interests.
